Common Sources of Information

Books

Format: 

Last name, First name. Title of Book. Publisher, Copyright year.

Example:

Smith, Jane R. How Animals Find Food. Harcourt Brace, 1963.

*****If no author is given, begin your citation with the title.

Books with Multiple Authors

Format: 

(Author 1) Last name, First name, and (Author 2) First name Last name. Title of Book. Publisher, Copyright year.

Example:

Gagne, Jeff, and Don Crabb. Your Pet Hamster. Penguin Books, 1998.
Web Sites/Online Databases

Format: 

 Title of Article /Page. Web Site Title. Date you accessed the site. Online.
Example:

 “Cortes, Hernan.” Columbia Encyclopedia. October 18, 2004. Online.
Encyclopedia Articles

Format: 

Title of Article. Encyclopedia Title. Edition date. Volume.

Example:

 Uruguay. The World Book Encyclopedia. 2001. Volume U.

Other Possible Sources

Periodical (Magazine)

Format:

Title of Article. Title of Magazine. Date of publication.

Example:

The Crash of the Lunar Challenger. Odyssey Magazine. January 1980.

Film, Video, Television Show

Format:

Title. Date. Company producing the film.

Example:

What’s New in Space? 1978. Pomfret House.

Person

Format:

Name. Date. Occupation or Topic Discussed.

Example:

John Doe. October 13, 2005. Aeronautical Engineer.

Places

Format:

Name. Location.

Example:

Smithsonian Institution. Washington, D.C.

Non-Written Sources (Charts, Graphs, Photographs)

Format:

Title. Producer.

Example:

Space Shuttle poster. NASA.
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
